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What are JETSET qualifi cations?

JETSET stands for Junior English Tests and Senior 
English Tests.

 a suite of ‘skills based’ English language    
 qualifications
 available at seven separately certificated levels
 intended for candidates whose first language is not  
 English

These international ESOL qualifi cations have been 
designed to develop and assess a candidate’s ability 
to communicate in English, in everyday situations. 
The tests are taken under examination conditions at 
increasing levels of diffi culty and cover the four skill 
areas of Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing.

Who is JETSET for?

JETSET qualifi cations are suitable for assessing 
learners from pre-entry level, to the Common European 
Framework (CEF) level C1 or “Profi cient User”. At 
JETSET levels 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6, the qualifi cations have 
gained accreditation by the UK Qualifi cations and 
Curriculum Authority (QCA) as ESOL International 
qualifi cations.
